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Jerusalem Talmud Nedarim 30b:1

Rabbi Akiva (second century CE) taught: “Love your neighbor as yourself.’
(Leviticus, 19) This is the most important rule in the Torah.” Ben Azzai
says: ‘This is the scroll of the generations of humanity... Humans were
created in the image of God.’ (Genesis, 5) This is an even greater
principle, so that one should not say ‘Because | have been humiliated, let
my friend be humiliated with me, because | have been cursed, let my
friend be cursed with me’.
